Tanks Standby Program
On occasion, planned exhibitions at Tanks fall through. As Tanks has no permanent collection to draw from, programming gaps may form.

Tanks accepts applications from local artists (i.e. living in the Cairns Regional Council local government area) to join a Standby register. Pre-approved artists could then be invited at any stage of the year to prepare an exhibition at short notice. This invitation may be declined by the artist should they be previously engaged or unable to exhibit at that time.
Tanks will offer Standby artists free exhibition space, promotion and access to additional equipment if required and available. In return, Tanks would receive a 30% commission on any artworks sold (usual sales commission is 20%).

Applications are welcome at anytime and are assessed on:

1. Artistic Merit
